In August 2011 Kingshill School 
became an Academy, funded directly from central government.  The school is very popular and is oversubscribed.  
Normally the school admits 165 pupils arranged in 6 forms of 27/28 pupils.  The school currently has approximately 845 
pupils on roll. 
 
Since its foundation in 1976 the school has enjoyed continued success, in both academic achievement and the personal 
development of its pupils. 
 
The Headteacher is responsible to the Governors for the running of the school.

P U P I L   C A R E   A N D   G U I D A N C E 
 
Pastoral care is the responsibility of all staff at Kingshill but it is the form tutor who is in the best position to monitor the overall 
pattern concerning behaviour and work of pupils in their class. 
 
Each year group will be divided into six forms of approximately 27/28 pupils and the six tutors are led by a Year Head.  Form 
tutors normally remain with their forms for the five years pupils attend Kingshill.  The form tutor is responsible for the day to day 
care of pupils and in particular ensures that children are making good progress in their studies.  If a child has a particular 
problem, they will normally see the form tutor for help. 
 

Home School Links 
Pupils succeed if there is close co-operation between parents/carers and teachers.  We endeavour to ensure that parents/carers are 
kept informed of academic progress and any concerns we might have.  Likewise if you, as a parent/carer, have concerns please 
contact us early so that home and school can work together to resolve any problems.  In the first instance, please contact your 
child’s form tutor.  If he/she is not available the school office will liaise with you and the tutor will contact you at a suitable time. 
 
It is essential that home and school work together to maintain the high standards set with regard to behaviour, uniform, 
punctuality and attendance.  This creates an orderly working environment, where teachers and pupils can focus on teaching and 
learning, to ensure that your son/daughter maximises his/her potential at Kingshill. 
 
Student Planners   These are issued to pupils in Years 7 - 11 and are a valuable aid in helping children organise their school 
work.  We hope that they also provide a useful weekly point of contact between home and school.  We request that parents/carers 
sign these every week.  The Student Planner is a useful place to leave messages from teacher or parent/carer.   
 
Home School Agreement   On Admission to the school, parents/carers and pupils will be asked to sign a Home School 
Agreement. 

Homework 
Normally homework will be set for all pupils and a homework timetable is produced for each year group in September.  Pupils 
will keep a record of this in their Student Planner as a reminder to themselves and to ensure parents/carers are informed of work 
to be completed.  On several evenings each week the school operates a Homework Club for pupils after school. 

  
The amount of homework will be determined by the age of the pupil and, in time, by the ability and aptitude of the pupil.  For 
pupils in Year 7 the amount will be about an hour per evening, though pupils may, of course, do more if they wish.  As the pupils  
move up the school the amount of homework will increase. 
 
Pupils in Years 10 and 11 following GCSE courses will be expected to conduct much of their own research and study outside 
school hours.  Not all homework will involve a written task.  Reading, listening, revision or practical work may be required. 
 
The purpose of homework is to give pupils regular, disciplined, periods of study.  Pupils will, in time, take public examinations 
and training in studying for these should begin early.  It is not intended that homework should replace or prevent hobbies, 
interests and organised evening activities; on the contrary, these are encouraged by the school. 
 
Parents/Carers have an important part to play in homework: 
·  Parental supervision helps convince pupils of its importance. 
·  Provision of a suitable, quiet place is helpful, though we appreciate that this is not always easy to find when there are 
 other children and distractions. 
·  Homework should be completed by pupils using their own initiative, though help by parents/carers is much appreciated if 
 they get stuck. 

Parents’ Consultation Meetings 
There are normally two parents' evenings held annually for each year group when subject teachers and form tutors are available 
for consultation.  Pupils are asked to attend with their parents/carers.  This encourages pupils to take responsibility for their own 
learning.  In addition Parents/Carers of Year 7 pupils are invited to school in October to meet form tutors to ensure that their 
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child has settled well at Kingshill.  Newsletters are also sent home periodically to keep parents/carers informed of school events 
and important developments. 

Assessment and Reports 
All pupils receive classwork, homework, performance and target grades, plus an indication of their effort and behaviour in all 
lessons, three times a year.  In the case of Year 7 pupils individual meetings with Form Tutors are arranged in October so that an 
early indication can be given of areas of success and/or corner.  Parents/Carers may request information on their child’s progress 
at any time if they have any concerns.  At the end of the academic year, each pupil will receive a pastoral report. 
 

Cirencester Kingshill Code of Conduct

Pupils continue to study these subjects in Years 8 and 9.  In Year 8 linguists can begin to study German as an additional Modern

All pupils have the opportunity to work towards the achievement of a Junior Sports Leader Award.   
 
Approximately 15 pupils in each year group at Key Stage 4 are offered the chance to work towards a variety of vocational 
qualifications through a locally based scheme operating in conjunction with several other local schools and colleges. 
 
Pupils with particular strengths are also able to take additional GCSEs through after-school clubs.  These courses are under 
continual development and currently include Statistics, Spanish and Japanese.  
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Curriculum Complaints Procedure 
Under the Education Reform Act 1988, the school must make arrangements to consider parents/carers' complaints about the 
school's curriculum and related matters.

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G I F T E D   A N D   T A L E N T E D   P R O G R A M M E 
  

Kingshill School has a number of extremely able or gifted and talented pupils, whose performance well exceeds the levels of 
others in their year group.  Such performance may be in one specific area or across a range of subjects and other extra-curricular 
activities both within and outside school.  We believe that we can make a difference in enabling these pupils to achieve the 
greatest possible progress.   
  
As a school we believe that provision for our more able pupils is most effective when it is made both within the classroom, 
through a stimulating and differentiated curriculum, and through enrichment activities. All curriculum areas plan differentiated 
schemes of work with challenging extension activities.  The school has a wide range of enrichment and out of school hours 
activities to challenge and assist our pupils.  
 

S P E C I A L   E D U C A T I O N A L   N E E D S 
 
We cater for a range of Special Educational Needs, students with physical and learning needs and those on the Autistic 
Spectrum, and have an experienced team of Teaching Assistants to ensure access to the curriculum for all students.  We seek to 
effectively monitor and evaluate the progress of pupils with special needs and make changes to provision as appropriate.  Our 
disability equality duty ensures the school is an inclusive environment with wider doors, ramps and a lift.  Staff are fully aware 
of the needs of SEN students and are supported to ensure these needs are met. 
 

C A R E E R S   E D U C A T I O N   P R O G R A M M E 
 

The general aims of Careers Education are to increase pupils’ self-awareness, knowledge of educational opportunities, 
occupations and training, both locally and nationally and to develop decision making and transition skills.   
 
Pupils use the knowledge they have acquired during Key Stage 3 to help them make informed choices in Year 9 for their Option 
subjects. 
 
Year 10 pupils can use a careers related IT programme, which produces a personal vocational profile.  As well as increasing 
self-awareness, this course enables pupils to make an informed choice of placement for Work Experience, which takes place in 
October during Year 11.  An ‘Enterprise Day’ helps to inform pupils of choices available at the end of Key Stage 4. 
 
In Year 11, Careers lessons cover a wide spectrum of life-skills and also examine the options available at 16+.  Work 
experience, work-based training sessions, mock interviews, visiting speakers, simulations and occasional short visits to places of 
work are arranged for pupils as part of the careers guidance programme.  The Careers Library is situated alongside the main 
school library and is open every breaktime and lunchtime for pupils' use.   
 

Post 16 
In conjunction with the Careers Education programme, pupils also receive advice throughout the year through the range of 
facilities outlined above.  The vast majority of our pupils go on to further education studying a wide range of qualifications 
including vocational courses, ‘AS’ and ‘A2’ levels.  Large numbers of students then go on to degree courses. 
 
Our students choose to attend sixth forms or specialist colleges, including Cirencester College, Farmor’s, Pate’s, Balcarras, 
Hartpury, Gloucester College, Swindon or Stroud.  Pupils are able to choose the vocational route to further and higher education 
through Modern Apprenticeship schemes. 
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S E X   E D U C A T I O N   P R O G R A M M E 
 

Sex education is a crucial part of preparing children for their lives now and, in the future, as adults and parents.  It places 
emphasis on the importance of stable human relationships.  Education about sexual matters is offered to pupils using guidelines 
laid down by the Department for Education. 
 
The facts are presented by teachers in an objective and balanced manner so as to enable pupils to comprehend the basic life 
processes common to human and other animals.  Puberty and the emotional, practical and social issues that it raises are dealt 
with sensitively.  Pupils are made aware of the range of sexual attitudes and behaviour in present day society.  They are given 
the opportunity to explore these issues through open discussion, and to know what is and what is not legal.  Pupils are able to 
consider their own attitudes and to make informed, reasoned and responsible decisions about the attitudes they will adopt both 
while they are at school and in adulthood.   
 
The school deals sensitively and objectively with such issues as contraception, sexually transmitted diseases, homosexuality and 
abortion.  No teaching will encourage prejudice against any groups in society.  Sex education should stress the importance of 
young people recognising their obligations.  They should understand that both sexes have equal responsibility in sexual matters 
and appreciate the benefits of stable, married and family life and the responsibilities of parenthood. 
 
Pupils will be encouraged to consider the importance of self restraint, dignity and respect for themselves and others.  They will 
also be helped to recognise the physical, emotional and moral risks of casual and promiscuous sexual behaviour.  In particular, 
pupils will need to know about sexual matters to ensure that education about health is not impaired and that they understand 
about the relationships between certain forms of sexual and other behaviour e.g. injecting drug misuse, which carries a risk of 
infection with the AIDS virus, and about ways in which risks can be avoided or lessened.   
 

R E L I G I O U S   E D U C A T I O N   P R O G R A M M E 
 
The object of Religious Education is not to convert or indoctrinate, but rather to educate pupils to an understanding of religion 
and its place in people’s lives.  
 
In accordance with the Gloucestershire Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education, our aim is “to engage pupils with key 
questions arising from the study of religion so as to promote their spiritual, moral, social and cultural development”.  Pupils 
will have to consider how people have answered questions about the meaning and purpose of existence and study the ways in 
which these answers shape attitudes to life. 
 
The 1988 Education Act requires that Religious Education must “reflect the fact that the religious traditions in Great Britain 
are in the main Christian, whilst taking account of the teaching and practices of the other principle religions represented in 
Great Britain”.  Hence programmes of study are followed in Christianity and the other principle religions, using a range of 
teaching and learning styles that engage pupils and help them to develop skills and attitudes. 
 
Pupils in Years 7 to 9 receive one period of Religious Education each week and are taught in mixed ability classes.  In Years 10 
and 11 students can take a full GCSE in Religious Education.  Religious Education also forms part of the core curriculum in 
Years 10 and 11, with a GCSE short course followed by all who do not opt to take the full GCSE. 
 

T H E   L  I B R A R Y  
  
The school Library is staffed by a professional librarian during the school day, and is also available to pupils before and after 
school.  Pupils have access to a range of materials, from books to DVDs, including story CDs and a wide range of magazines 
and periodicals.  The Library loan system is fully automated and, in support of traditional reference books, internet access is 
available on the 14 computer terminals. 
 
Emphasis is placed on pupils learning to find information for themselves, supported by help and regular instruction from 
teachers and the librarian.  Year 7 pupils have regular library skills lessons linked to their English and Humanities work, and all 
pupils are encouraged to use the library in a recreational, as well as educational capacity.   
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T H E   E X T E N D   P R O G R A M M E 
 

Kingshill School provides a broad and extensive range of extra-curricular activities under the heading of ‘The Extend 
Programme’.  Over 40 clubs are run after school from Monday to Friday.  These have proved to be very popular with over 400 
pupils regularly attending each week.  With about 20 PE clubs, there is something for everyone’s sporting interests from Archery 
and Athletics to Wakeboarding and Trampolining.  All of our clubs are inclusive and we try to run teams in as many sports as 
possible.  Other faculties contribute a further 20 clubs providing opportunities for all pupils in every area of the curriculum.  
These include: French conversation, choir, orchestra, band, extra GCSEs e.g. Statistics and Spanish, Eco-school, Duke of 
Edinburgh and World Challenge, cheerleading, funky fossils, the annual talent contest and the School Production.  Attendance at 
the clubs is monitored and certificates are awarded termly to pupils who regularly attend.  Additional to after school clubs, many 
faculties run trips at various stages in the year, including theatre, gallery, museum and university visits. 
 
Visits to Germany, France, Spain and Italy, and links to a school in India provide a strong international flavour to the life of the 
school.  The school has achieved the International School’s Award. 
 

H O U S E   S Y S T E M 
 
The Kingshill House system has recently undergone a transformation with three new Houses, Gauntlet, Hurricane and Meteor, 
named after aeroplanes built by the Gloster aircraft company.  The new system places great importance on pupil leadership, with 
Year 11 pupils taking on the prestigious roles of Heads of House and House Captains.  Competitions and activities take place 
throughout the year in a range of different subjects, e.g. Science, Poetry, Creative Writing, Spelling Bee, Mathematics Problems 
and Indian Sports, with pupils receiving House points for taking part and winning. 
 
House points can also be earned for attendance at the extra-curricular activities in the Extend Programme.   
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A D M I S S I O N S 
 

The Governors of Cirencester Kingshill School are the admissions authority and have agreed the following admissions criteria 
for entrants for September 2012. 
 
 

KINGSHILL SCHOOL ADMISSIONS CRITERIA  
 

Policy and Numbers 
Pupils will be admitted at age 11 without reference to ability or aptitude.  The number of intended admissions for the year 
commencing 1st September 2012 will be 165.   
 

Over-subscription 
Where applications for admission exceed the number of places available, the following criteria will be applied, in the order set 
out below, to decide which children to admit: 

 
1. Children in Public Care (Looked After Children). 

2. Children living in the priority catchment area normally served by the school, who will have siblings attending the school 
when the child is admitted.  A sibling is defined as a brother or sister, half brother or sister, adopted brother or sister, step 
brother or sister, or the child of the parent/carer’s partner, and in every case, the child must be living in the same family unit 
at the same address. 

3. Children living in the priority catchment area normally served by the school, with the strongest geographical claim, 
measured in a straight line from the centre of the child’s home address (including flats) to the main entrance hall of the 
school, using the Local Authority’s computerised measuring system, with those living closer to the school receiving the 
higher priority.

4. Children who live outside the priority catchment area normally served by the school, who will have siblings attending the 
school when the child is admitted.  A sibling is defined as a brother or sister, half brother or sister, adopted brother or sister, 
step brother or sister, or the child of the parent/carer’s partner, and in every case, the child must be living in the same family 
unit at the same address. 

 
5. Children for whom only this particular school is appropriate due to an exceptional medical condition.  Applications under 

this criterion will only be considered if they are supported by a written statement from the child’s doctor at the time of 
submitting the application.  This must demonstrate that there is a very specific connection between medical need and the 
facilities or resources of this school.  The final decision to accept a child under this category will be made by the governors 
admission sub committee through consultation with an independent medical practitioner 

 
6. Other children with the strongest geographical claim, measured in a straight line from the centre of the child’s home address 

(including flats) to the main entrance hall of the school, using the Local Authority’s computerised measuring system, with 
those living closer to the school receiving the higher priority. 
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Where any particular category at points 1-5 above is oversubscribed, criterion 6 (strongest geographical claim based on straight 
line distance) will be used to determine which child is offered a place. 
 
In the event of a tie between two or more children when applying criterion 6 (strongest geographical claim based on straight line 
distance) where there are not enough places available to offer all children a place at the school, a process of random allocation 
will be followed by the school. 
 
Appeals.  In the event of oversubscription Kingshill School follows the Local Authority guidelines and has an appeals procedure 
in place.  Please contact the school for further information after the pupil allocations date in March 2012. 
 
SEN.  Kingshill School will conform to the requirement to admit a child with a statement of Special Educational Needs that 
names the school, even if the school is full. 
 
Waiting Lists.  If the school is oversubscribed, a waiting list will be held for the first school term, until the October holiday. 
 
Fair Access Protocols.  In accordance with the in-year Fair Access Protocols held by the Local Authority, should a vulnerable 
child within these Protocols require a place at the school, they will take precedent over any child on the waiting list. 
 
In Year Admissions.  Any applications for Kingshill made outside the normal year of entry must be made directly to the Local 
Authority.  In accordance with its statutory duty, the Local Authority will be responsible for offering school places to children on 
behalf of the Governing Body within the In-Year Coordinated Admission Scheme for the school for 2012-2013. 
 
Transport.  School transport is organised by the Local Authority.  Some pupils may be entitled to free transport.  Please contact

Visit to Year 6 Pupils in Primary School 

All Year 6 pupils are visited by a member of the Senior Leadership Team during the summer term prior to their transfer to 
Kingshill.  All primary schools complete a transition document for each child and discuss details with staff to ensure that the 
transfer process is as smooth as possible. 
 

Prospective Parents’ Evening 
During June, prior to the Year 6 Induction Day, the parents/carers of the new Year 7 pupils are invited into Kingshill to meet key 
members of staff and find out more about the Induction Day and the school.  There is an opportunity to spend time with your 
child’s form tutor where any concerns can be raised. 
 

Induction Day for Year 6 Pupils 
All new pupils spend a day at Kingshill in June, prior to their arrival in September.  During this day pupils meet their form tutor 
and other members of their tutor group.  They spend the day with their tutor group, experience a variety of lessons and get to 
meet several members of staff.  They have the opportunity to have a school lunch, discover where such facilities as the school 
office, toilets and dining room are to be found and how the bus system operates.  In this way, any concerns about transferring 
full time ought to be allayed. 
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U N I F O R M 
 

All items should be clearly marked with the pupils’ name and form. 
 

Parents/Carers will notice that the list is clear and concise.  We do not want staff time and effort to be wasted on uniform 
problems.  It is our aim that teachers should be allowed to teach and pupils to learn.  The co-operation of parents/carers is 
appreciated and we draw your attention to the following points: 
 

1. Uniform should be smart and appropriate for the school environment. 
2. It should give a clear sense of identity. 
3. No extreme of fashion is allowed. 
4. Offensive lettering or suggestive logos/comments on clothing, school bags, and books is prohibited. 
5. Failure to conform to these rules will result in the pupil being sent home or placed on internal exclusion. 

 
Autumn and Winter Terms 

Boys and Girls 
 
All skirts/trousers/shirts should be purchased from the ‘school range’ of major chain stores. 
 
White long-sleeved school shirt tucked in and buttoned to the neck. 
Kingshill School tie. (Years 7-9 with stripe; Years 10 and 11 plain.) 
Kingshill School sweatshirt with school logo.  (Years 7-9 navy; Years 10 and 11 black.) 
Black school trousers/skirt.  Skirts must be worn at knee length or resting just above the knee.  Trousers should be tailored and 
must not be “skinnies” or cargo style.  
Suitable plain black leather type shoes, not suede. High heels and backless shoes are not allowed for health and safety reasons. 
Kingshill School Fleece with school logo (navy blue).  Not to be worn in lessons but can be worn in indoor social areas for 
extra warmth at break/lunch times. 
 

Summer Terms 
 
Pupils may continue to wear a long sleeved white shirt and tie OR a school navy blue polo shirt with Kingshill School logo.  
Pupils may wear tailored, black shorts, at knee length or resting just above the knee. 
 

 
Further Points 

 
1. Trainers are NOT school uniform and should NOT be worn for general wear around school.  Trainers can be worn when   

pupils are taking part in a sporting activity. 
 
2. Haircuts of extreme fashion or unnatural colour are NOT permitted.  Haircuts below grade 2 are discouraged.  (Please note 

point 5 above.) 
 
3. Make-up – natural, discreet make-up is allowed.  No nail varnish. 
 
4. Jewellery – the wearing of jewellery is not appropriate for school.  Pupils with pierced ears may wear one stud in each 

earlobe only.  (These will need to be removed for PE lessons.) 
 
5. Outdoor coats - must not have inappropriate logos, slogans and should NOT be worn inside the school building. 
 
6. Mobile Phones are discouraged.  However, if they are needed for safety reasons, they should be switched off during the 

school day and locked away in a locker – the school accepts NO responsibility for mobile phones. 
 
7. Personal stereos and other similar valuable items should NOT be brought into school.  The school accepts no responsibility 

for their loss or damage. 
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The school will remove any pupil from lessons who does not conform to our guidelines. 
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E Q U I P M E N T 
 

The school endeavours to provide equipment needed for pupils in lessons.  It is however, appreciated if pupils have their own 
writing equipment.  The following items are particularly useful: 
 
Pencil-case, pencil, fountain pen or ball-point, ruler, rubber, coloured pencils, felt-tip pens, drawing equipment, a scientific 
calculator (e.g. Casio FX-83 models). 
 
Children will need a bag in which to keep books and equipment.  This should be small enough to go into a locker.  Large 
sports bags are not suitable and will cause unnecessary problems.

Transport 
Pupils living more than three miles from school are transported free of charge by the Local Education Authority.  The detailed 
arrangements will not be made until the summer term by officers at Shire Hall.  It is the County's policy that, where pupils live 
within three miles of the school, the responsibility for transport rests entirely with the parents/carers.  For more details contact 
School Transport, Shire Hall on 01452 425000. 

 
Bicycles 

Children are allowed to bring bicycles to school, subject to them being in roadworthy condition.  Periodic checks may be made to 
ensure that cycles are roadworthy.  The school reserves the right to withdraw a pupil's privilege of bringing a bicycle to school.  
Bicycles should be left in the bicycle shed area and pupils are advised to padlock them.  The school participates in the Advanced 
Cycling Award Scheme each year in which Year 7 pupils have the opportunity to receive training in safe cycling. 
 

Lost Property 
Pupils who have lost items should enquire at Reception.  Any item which is handed in is returned to its owner if it is named.   
Unclaimed lost property is displayed each term and is disposed of if it has proved impossible to trace the owners. 
 

School Bank 
For various reasons children have to bring money to school.  In an attempt to avoid pupils having to carry money around during 
the day and to save teachers from having to handle it, the school runs a school bank, for receipt of monies for school visits etc.  It 
is not a general savings bank, but money may be paid in for a specific purpose, e.g. an educational visit.  The bank is open every 
day from 8.20am to 8.40am; from 10.45am to 11.02am; and from 11.55am to 1.15pm.  A receipt is issued for every deposit and a 
record kept both in the receipts ledger and on the school's computer.  
 

School Records 
Personal records are kept on all pupils throughout their school career and retained afterwards for the purpose of references for 
employment.  Increasingly pupil information regarding attendance, behaviour and progress is kept on computer and is accessible 
to all staff.  Such information forms the Educational Record for each child.  Pupils' records are confidential.  Parents/Carers may 
see the information contained in these records and schools can provide copies of the Educational Record to parents/carers who 
request them. 
 

First Aid / Medical Room 
A number of staff are qualified in “First Aid at Work” in accordance with health & safety guidelines.  In cases of serious injury or 
illness, it is very important that we have emergency contact numbers that are current, as this allows for the speedy and effective 
treatment of pupils.  Please note that unless you indicate otherwise, when treatment is required at hospital and we have been 
unable to contact you, the teacher accompanying your son/daughter will give permission for treatment in your absence.  A copy 
of the School’s policy on dealing with pupils with medical needs is available on request.  If a child has an ongoing medical 
condition that requires medication during the school day, or may result in an emergency, an Individual Health Care Plan will be 
set up. 
 

Reporting Absences 
Form tutors should be notified of unavoidable absence within the first two days of absence, either by letter or a telephone call to 
school.  When a pupil returns to school following an absence, a letter should be brought in outlining the date(s) and reason for 
absence.  It would be helpful if parents/carers informed the school as soon as possible of prolonged absences, so that satisfactory 
arrangements can be made for appropriate work to be provided.  Any difficulties in respect of uniform or transport causing 
lateness should be reported.   

 
The Education Welfare Service 

The school has an Education Welfare Officer (EWO).  If there are any difficulties which affect your child's attendance at school, 
a visit from the EWO may well assist you.  Kingshill's EWO can be contacted by phone on 01452 328103. 
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F I N A N C E 
 
Kingshill aims to provide the best education possible for its pupils.  As much money as is practicable is spent on classroom 
teaching. 
 

Charges for School Activities – School Policy 
Education is provided at the school without compulsory charges to parents/carers.  There are, however, some valuable 
educational activities which the school cannot provide without seeking some financial support from parents/carers: 
 
School Visits:  It would not be possible for the school to meet the costs of visits without using funds required for basic 
educational needs.  Therefore, if you would like your child to attend a school visit, we will ask you to make a voluntary 
contribution to cover the costs of the visit.  If we do not receive sufficient uptake of voluntary contributions the visit will not take 
place.  Full charges will be levied for visits occurring out of school hours or for the board and lodging costs of any residential 
activity. 
 
Instrumental Tuition:  Although this is subsidised by the school, a charge is made to parents/carers whose children receive 
instrumental tuition.  Musical instruments may be hired from The Colwell Arts Centre. 
 
Equipment and Materials:  No compulsory charge will be made except very occasionally when articles are being made by 
children for parents/carers with their prior agreement.   
 
Breakages and Fines:  The school reserves the right to make charges to parents/carers for the cost of breakages or damage 
caused to the school building as a result of their child’s misbehaviour.  Similarly, a charge may be made for the replacement of 
defaced, damaged or lost textbooks, equipment or materials. 
 

School Meals 
Meals are cooked on the premises and served in the Dining Room.  There is normally a choice of a main cooked meal (meat and 
vegetarian option), a jacket potato, pasta dish or a cold snack meal and drinks.  Pupils pay for their meals at the counter. Pupils 
may bring a packed lunch which can be eaten in the Dining Room or in one of the other seating areas around the school.  Free 
meals are available to children whose parents/carers are in receipt of specified benefits.  Further details and application forms are 
available from the School or the Chief Education Officer, Schools' Services, Education Department, Shire Hall, Gloucester, GL1 
2TP, or by telephoning 01452 425368. 
 

Lockers 
Every child has the opportunity to have a locker in which to keep valuables.  Lockers provide a safe and convenient place to store 
books and equipment.  An annual payment of £3.50 is requested of each pupil who wishes to use a locker. 

 
 

Friends of Kingshill School 
 
There is an active Parent/Teacher Association known as ‘The Friends of Kingshill School’.  All parents/carers of Kingshill pupils 
are automatic members.  This group serves to benefit all pupils and places great value upon the efforts of parents/carers.  ‘The 
Friends’ provide the school with many facilities and finance the purchase of a variety of equipment. 
 
Enthusiastic members of ‘The Friends’ are most welcome.  There are many ways you can become involved.  You can join the 
committee, which is elected at the Annual General Meeting in the Autumn term, put your name on a register of people who are 
willing to help on an occasional basis, or just support ‘The Friends’ in their various activities - fund raising, as well as social.  A 
newsletter is produced once a term with details of events and ways you can help.

GCSE Results 2011 
 
It is the school’s policy that all pupils should be entered for GCSE examinations in the subjects they have studied in Years 10 and 
11.  The school reserves the right not to enter pupils who, in the professional judgement of their teacher, have either failed to 
produce work of  the requisite quality for GCSE entry, or have not made appropriate progress in that course.  In practice, most 
pupils sit examinations for all their subjects. 
 
Entry for examinations is confirmed with the pupils and their parents/carers.  Parents/Carers of pupils who subsequently fail to 
attend for examination without a medical note are liable to pay the cost of the examination fees.   
 
Pupils are normally entered for GCSE examination at age 16.  The results shown are for those pupils who sat their GCSE 
examinations in the summer of 2011 and conform to national statistics.  There were 177 pupils in Year 11.   
 
Kingshill’s examination results have consistently been amongst the highest in the county and are well above the national average 
for all schools.  We are particularly noted for our very high “value added”. 
 
79% of our pupils obtained 5 or more high grade passes (A* - C) in their GCSE examinations.  68 % of all our pupils obtained 5 
or more high grade passes (A* - C) including English and Mathematics.  19% of all entries were at grades A* and A.  
Achievement was high at all levels of ability. 
 
Virtually all our pupils go on into further education and they have a solid foundation on which to build for future success. 
 
We continue to take pride in the achievements of ALL our pupils, regardless of their ability on intake.  We remain confident in 
being able to develop the talents of our students to the full and to equip them for the demands of an increasingly competitive 
society.
